Suraksha Diagnostic Limited (formerly known as Suraksha Diagnostic Private Limited) ("the Company” or “the Holding company”) is a public company domiciled in India and
was incorporated on March 15, 2005 under the provision of Companies Act, 1956 with its registered office in Kolkata, West Bengal. The Group (the Holding Company
together with subsidiaries are referred as the “Group™ fs primarily engaged in the business of running diagnastic centres for carrying out various pathological and
radiological services.

Property, plant, and equipment

Property, plant and equipment, are stated at historical cost of acquisition or construction less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses, if any. The cost of
property, plant and equipment comprises its purchase price net of any discounts and rebates, any import duties and other taxes (other than those subsequently recovered
from the tax authorities), any directly attributable expenditure on making the asset ready for its intended use.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognized as a separate asset, as appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits
assoclated with the ftem will flow to the Group and the cost of the item can be measured reliably.

Impairment of non financial assets
The Group assesses, at each reporting date, whether there is an indication that an asset may be impaired. If any indication exists, or when annual impairment testing for
an asset Is required, the Group estimates the asset’s recoverable An asset's rec ble amount is the higher of an asset's or cash-generating unit's (CGU) fair

value less costs of disposal and its value in use. The recoverable amount Is determined for an individual asset, unless the asset does not generate cash inflows that are
largely independent of those from other assets or Group of assets. When the carrying amount of an asset or CGU exceeds its recoverable amount, the asset is considered
impaired and is written down to its recoverable amount.

In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of
the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset. In determining fair value less costs of disposal, recent market transactions are taken into account. If no such
transactions can be identified, an appropriate valuation model is used. These calculations are corroborated by valuation multiples, quoted share prices for publicly traded
companies or other available fair value indicators.

The Group bases its impairment calculation on detailed budgets and forecast calculations, which are prepared separately for each of the Group's CGUs to which the
individual assets are allocated. These budgets and forecast calculations generally cover a period of five years. For longer periods, a long-term growth rate is calculated
and applied to project future cash flows after the fifth year. To estimate cash flow projections beyond periods covered by the most recent budgets/forecasts, the Group
extrapolates cash flow projectfons in the budget using a steady or declining growth rate for subsequent years, unless an increasing rate can be justified. In any case, this
growth rate does not exceed the long-term average growth rate for the products, industries, or country or countries in which the Group operates, or for the market in
which the asset is used.

Impairment losses of continuing operations, including impairment on inventories, are recognised in the statement of profit and loss.

Inventories

Inventories comprises of reagents, chemicals, surgical and laboratory supplies and stores are finitially recognized at cost, and subsequently at the lower of cost and net
realizable value. Cost comprises all costs of purchase, costs of conversion and other costs incurred in bringing the inventories to their present location and condition. Cost
is determined on first In first out method (FIFQ) basts.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents includes cash in hand, deposits held at call with banks, other short term highly liquid investments with original maturities of three months or
less, and - for the purpose of the statement of cash flows - bank overdrafts. Bank overdrafts are shown within borrowings in current liabilities on the Special Purpose ind
AS Interim Consolidated Balance Sheet.

Share Capital
Financial instruments issued by the Group are classified as equity only to the extent that they do not meet the definition of a financial lability or financial asset. The
Group's ordinary shares are classified as equity instruments.

Financial assets

Initial recogni and ement

At initial recognition, financial asset s measured at its fair value plus the transaction cost directly attributable to the acquisition of the financial asset in the case of a
financlal asset measured not at falr value through profit or loss. Transaction costs of financial assets carried at fair value through profit or loss are expensed in profit or
loss.

Subsequent measurement

For purposes of subsequent measurement, financial assets are classified in following categories:

a) at amortized cost; or

b) at fair value through other comprehensive income; or

c) at falr value through profit or loss.

The classification depends on the entity’s business model for managing the financial assets and the contractual terms of the cash flows.

The Group does not hold any Financial assets classified at fair value through other comprehensive income; or at fair value through profit or loss. Accordingly, the Group
holds only financial assets measured at amortised cost , therefore accounting policy of financial assets classified at amortised cost stated below:

Amortized cost; Assets that are held for collection of contractual cash flows where those cash flows represent solely payments of principal and interest are measured at
amortized cost. Interest income from these financial assets is included in finance income using the effective interest rate method (EIR).

After initial measurement, such financial assets are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest rate (EIR) method, Amortised cost is calculated
by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part of the EIR. The EIR amortization is included in finance income in
the Statement of Profit and Loss.

Impairment of financial assets

In accordance with Ind AS 109 “Financial Instruments”, the Group applies Expected Credit Loss (ECL) model for measurement and recognition of impairment loss on the
following financial assets and credit risk exposure:

a) Trade receivables:

The Group follows ‘simplified approach’ for recognition of impairment loss allowance on trade receivables resulting from transactions within the scope of Ind AS 115
“Revenue from Contracts with Customers”, The application of simplified approach does not require the Group to track changes in credit risk. Rather, it recognizes
impairment loss allowance based on lifetime ECL at each reporting date, right from its initial recognition,

b) Other financial assets:

For recognition of impairment loss on financial assets and risk exposure, the Group determines that whether there has been a significant increase in the credit risk since
initial recognition. If credit risk has not increased significantly, 12-month ECL is used to provide for impairment loss. However, if credit risk has increased significantly,
lifetime ECL is used. If in subsequent years, credit guality of the instrument improves such that there is no longer a significant increase in credit risk since initial
recognition, then the entity reverts to recognizing impairment loss allowance based on 12 month ECL.

Lifetime ECL is the expected credit loss resulting from all possible default events over the expected life of a financial instrument. The 12 month ECL is a portion of the
lifetime ECL which results from default events that are possible within 12 months after year end.

ECL i the difference between all contractual cash flows that are due to the Group in accordance with the contract and all cash flows that the entity expects to receive
(i.e. all shortfalls), discounted at the original effective interest rate (EIR). When estimating the cash flows, an entity is required to consider all contractual terms of the
financial instrument (including prepayment, extension etc.) over the expected life of the financial instrument. However, in rare cases when the expected life of the
financlal instrument cannot be estimated relfably, then the entity is required to use the remaining contractual term of the financial instrument.

ECL impairment loss allowance (or reversal) recognized during the year is recog 1 as income/ in the St t of Profit and Loss. For financial assets
measured at amortised cost, ECL s presented as an allowance, |.e. as an integral part of the measurement of those assets in the Balance Sheet. The allowance reduces
the net carrying amount.

Derecognition

Offsetting financial instruments

Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount is reported in the Balance Sheet where there is a legally enforceable right to offset the recognized amounts
and there fs an intention to settle on a net basfs or realize the assets and settle liabilities simultaneously. The legally enforceable right must not be contingent on future
events and must be enforceable in the normal course of business and in the event of default, insolvency or bankruptcy of the Group or the counterparty.

Provisions are recognised only when there s a present obligation, as a result of past events, and when a relfable estimate of the amount of obligation can be made at the
reporting date, These estimates are reviewed at each reporting date and adjusted to reflect the current best estimates. Provisions are discounted to their present values,
where the time value of money Is material,

A disclosure for a contingent liability 15 made when there ts a possible obligation or a present obligation that probability will not require an outflow of resources or where
a rellable estimate of the obligation cannot be made. Contingent assets are neither recorded nor disclosed in the special purpose Ind AS interim consolidated financial
statements.

Revenue from contract with customers

The Group's revenue Is primarily generated from the business of diagnostic services comprises of amount billed (net of discounts) in respect of tests conducted. The Group
recognises revenue when the amaount of revenue can be reliably measured, it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to the entity and when the underlying
tests are conducted, samples are processed and test report is generated for requisitioned diagnostic tests.

Revenue is measured based on the consideration specified in a contract with a customer. Revenue is recognised at a point in time when the Group satisfies performance

obligations by transferring the promised services to its customers. Generally, each test represents a separate performance obligation for which revenue is recognised
when the test report s generated i.e. when the performance obligation is satisfied,

Revenue towards satisfaction of performance obligation s measured at the amount of transaction price (net of variable consideration) allocated to that performance
obligation. The transaction price of services rendered is net of variable consideration on account of discounts and schemes offered to the customers by the Group.

For allocating the transaction price, the Group has measured the revenue in respect of each performance obligation of a contract at its relative consolidated selling price

net of discounts. The price that is regularly charged for a test when registered separately s the best evidence of its ¢ lidated selling price,
A contract liability s the obligation to transfer services to a customer for which the Group has received consideration from the Hac pays ation
before the Group transfer services to the customer, a contract liability is recog when the payment is made. Contract liabilities are recognised as revenue when the

Group performs under the contract. Invoicing in excess of revenues are classified as contract liabilities.

Cost of obtaining the contract - Practical exemptions

The Group expenses the incremental costs of obtaining a contract since the amortisation period of the asset is one year or less.
Other Income

Interest Income from Bank Deposits

Interest Income is accrued on a time proportion basis by reference to the principal outstanding and the effective interest rate.

Other items of fncome are accounted as and when the right to recetve arises and It is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Group and the amount of
income can be measured relfably.

Earning per Share

Basic earnings per share (EPS) is calculated by dividing the net profit or loss attributable to equity holders of the Group {after deducting preference dividends and
attributable taxes) by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the period.

The weighted average number of shares classified as equity in nature outstanding is adjusted for events such as bonus issue, bonus element In a rights issue, share split,
and reverse share split (consolidation of shares) that have changed the number of equity shares outstanding, without a corresponding change in resources.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net profit or loss for the period attributable to equity shareholders of the Group and the weighted average
number of shares outstanding during the period are adjusted for the effects of all dilutive potential equity shares.

Employee benefits

{i) Short-term employee benefits

Liabilities for wages and salarfes, including non-monetary benefits that are expected to be settled wholly within 12 months after the end of the year in which the
employees render the related service are recognized in respect of employees’ services up to the end of the year and are measured at the amounts expected Lo be paid
when the liabilitles are settled.

Defined contribution plans

A defined contribution plan s a post-employment benefit plan where the Group’s legal or constructive obligation is limited to the amount that it contributes to a separate
legal entity. The Group makes specified monthly contributions towards Government administered provident fund scheme and Employees' State Insurance (‘ESI') scheme.
Obligations for contributions to defined contribution plans are exp d as an employee benefi P in of profit and loss in the period in which the
related services are rendered by employees.

Defined Benefit Plans

A defined benefit plan is a post-employment benefit plan other than a defined contribution plan. The Group's net obligation in respect of defined benefit plans is
calculated separately for each plan by estimating the of future benefits that employees have earned in the current and prior periods, discounting that amount
and deducting the fair value of any plan assets. The defined benefit obligation ts calculated annually by a qualified actuary using the projected unit credit method.

Remeasurements of the net defined benefit liability, which comprise actuarial gains and losses, the return on plan assets (excluding interest) and the effect of the asset
ceiting (if any, excluding ¥ t), are recognised i tiately in OCL. They are included in retained eamnings in the statement of changes in equity and in the balance
sheet. The Group determines the net interest expense (incame) on the net defined benefit liability (asset) for the period by applying the discount rate determined by
reference to market yields at the end of the reporting pertod an government bonds. This rate is applied on the net defined benefit lability (asset), both as determined at
the start of the annual reparting period, taking into account any changes in the net defined benefit liability (asset) during the period as a result of contributions and
benefit payments. Net interest expense and other expenses related to defined benefit plans are recognised In profit or loss. Changes in the present value of the defined
benefit obligation resulting from plan amendments or curtailments are recognised immediately in profit or loss as past service cost.

Compensated Absences

Accumulated compensated absences are unused leaves which can be encashed only on discontinuation of service by employee. The obligation towards the same is
measured at the expected cost of accumulating compensated absences as the additional amount expected to be paid as a result of the unused entitlement as at the year
end. The liabilities of earned leaves which are not expected to be settied within 12 months after the end of the year in which the employee render the related service,
are measured at the present value of expected future payments to be made in respect of services provided by employees up to the end of the reporting period using the
projected unit cost method based on actuarial valuations. Actuarial gains/ losses are recognized in profit or loss.

Income-tax expenses comprises current and deferred tax, It is recognised in profit or loss except to the extent that it relates to an item recognised directly in equity or in
other comprehensive income.

Current Income Tax

Current tax comprises the expected tax payable or receivable on the taxable income or loss for the year and any adjustment to the tax payable or receivable in respect
of previous years. The amount of current tax reflects the best estimate of the tax amount expected to be paid or received after considering the uncertainty, if any,
related to income taxes. It is measured using tax rates (and tax laws) enacted or substantively enacted at the reporting date.

Tax assets and liabilities are offset only If there is a legally enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts, and it is intended to realise the asset and settle the
liability on a net basis or simultaneously.

Deferred Income Tax

Deferred tax Is recognised in respect of temporary differences between the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities for financial reporting purposes and the

corresponding amounts used for taxation purposes. Deferred tax is not recognised for temporary differences arising on the initial recognition of assets or liabilities in a
transaction that is not a business combination and that affects neither accounting nor taxable profit or loss at the time of the transaction.

Deferred tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profits will be available against which they can be used. The existence of unused
tax losses is strong evidence that future taxable profit may not be available. Therefore, in case of a history of recent losses, the Group recognises a deferred tax asset
only to the extent that it has sufficient taxable temporary differences or there is convincing other evidence that sufficient taxable profit will be avaflable against which
such deferred tax asset can be realised. Deferred tax assets - unrecognised or recognised, are reviewed at each reporting date and are recognised/ reduced to the extent
that it is probable/ no longer probable respectively that the related tax benefit will be realised.

Deferred tax is measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply to the period when the asset is realised or the liability is settled, based on the laws that have been
enacted or substantively enacted by the reporting date.

The measurement of deferred tax reflects the tax consequences that would follow from the manner in which the Group expects, at the reporting date, to recover or
settle the carrying amount of its assets and liabitities.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset if there is a legally enforceable right to offset current tax liabilities and assets, and they relate to income taxes levied by the
same tax authority on the same taxable entity, or on different tax entities, but they intend to settle current tax liabilities and assets on a net basis or their tax assets and
liabilities will be realised simultaneously.

{q) Borrowing Costs
Borrowing costs comprise interest cost on borrowings, lease liabilities and amortization of initial costs incurred in connection with the arrangement of borrowings.
Borrowing costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production of an asset that takes a substantial peried of time to get ready for its intended
use are capitalized. All other borrowing costs are recognised as expenditure in the period in which they are incurred.

(r} Segment Reporting
The Group identifies segment basis of the internal organisation and management structure. The operating segr are the segr for which separate financial
information s available and for which operating profit/loss amounts are regularly reviewed by the CODM (‘chief operating decision maker'). The accounting policies
adopted for segment reporting are in line with the accounting policies of the Group. The business of the Group falls within a single line of business i.e. business of
diagnastic services. All other activities of the Group revolve around Its main business. Hence no separate reportable primary segment.

Critical accounting estimates and assumptions
The key assumptions concerning the future and other key sources of estimation uncertainty at the year end date, that have a significant risk of causing a material
adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year, are described below. The Group based its assumptions and estimates on

parameters available when the special purpose Ind AS Interim consolidated financial statements were prepared. Existing circur es and it about future
developments, however, may change due to market changes or circumstances arising that are beyond the control of the Group. Such changes are reflected in the
assumptions when they occur.

{a) Useful lives of property, plant and equipment and Intangible assets
As described in the material accounting policies, the Group reviews the estimated useful lives of property, plant and equipment and intangible assets at the end of each
reporting period. Useful lives of intangible assets is determined on the basis of estimated benefits to be derived from use of such intangible assets. These reassessments
may result in change in the depreciation /amortization expense in future periods.

{b) Actuarial Valuation
The determination of Group's liability towards defined benefit obligation to employees is made through independent actuarial valuation including determination of
amounts to be recognised in the 5t of Profit and Loss and In Other Comprehensive Income. Such valuation depend upon assumptions determined after taking into
account discount rate, salary growth rate, expected rate of return, mortality and attrition rate.

Financial risk management

Market risk

The Group uses a provision matrix to measure the ECLs of trade receivables. The provision matrix is initially based on the Group’s historical observed default rates. Based
on evaluation carried out and to the best estimate of management, historical loss sufficiently covers expected loss as well as future contingencies and adjustment for
forward looking factors are not considered significant, hence no adjustment for forward looking factors is carried.

ECL is computed based on the trade receivable as at reporting period by applying the bucket wise lifetime loss rate (PDs) determined for each reporting period.
